Finances: Students will be able to identify money and the value of each as well as the importance of money in today’s society.
Essential Question(s):

How many ways can we make twenty-five cents?
Activating Strategy:

Read: A Quarter From The Tooth Fairy
Acquisition Lesson Activities:

· Students will each be given a bag with a random assortment of coins and choose a mixture of coins that equal the value of a quarter. They should return the remaining coins to the bag,
· The students will then choose a partner to swap coins with and it is each partner’s responsibility to make sure they are getting the correct change from the other person. Repeat this process several more times with different partner pairs.

· Come back together as a class and discuss all the different ways that were found to make twenty-five cents.
