Book Description:

· When Violet has a numbers problem and Arthur is penniless, they go into business and solve both problems. 
Academic Objectives: 

· M1N1: Students will estimate, model, compare, order, and represent whole numbers up to 100.
e. Exchange equivalent quantities of coins by making fair trades involving combinations of pennies, nickels, dimes, and quarters and count out a combination needed to purchase items less than a dollar.
Brilliant Star Objectives:

· Finances: Students will be able to identify money and the value of each as well as the importance of money in today’s society.

Reading Level: 

· Accelerated Reader ®  3.1

· Lexile:  490L

Activating Strategy:

· The teacher will read Arthur’s Funny Money with the students.  
· The students will review money by identifying pennies, nickels, dimes, and quarters, as well as their values using play money.   
Acquisition Lesson Activities:

· The students will play a game with a partner.  The teacher will use index cards, and put pictures of coins (various amounts) on the card.  The teacher will have at least 18 cards per partner.  The students will put the cards in a pile, and each child will pick one card off the top of the deck.  The children have to count their coins on the cards.  Whoever has the most amount wins both cards (the game can also be played by having the students identify least amount of money).  When there are no cards left, the person holding the most cards wins.  The students will practice counting money, and understand that different coins are worth different amounts of money. 
Extend/Refine Activities:

· Using a calculator, the students can add up all amounts of money on all of the cards using a partner.  Then, the children can exchange the coins for dollar bills.
