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Book Description: 

A story of five different “creatures” that live in a house together and have many different interests. 

Academic Objective:  

MKN2. 
Students will use representations to model addition and subtraction.

Build number combinations up to 10 (e.g., 4 and 1, 2 and 3, 3 and 2, 4 and 1 for five) and for doubles to 10 (3 and 3 for six). 
Brilliant Star Objective:

Deductive Inference: Students will be able to derive a particular observation or conclusion from a generalization based on logical thinking.
Essential Question:

· What are the different number combinations that can be used to make the number 5?
Activating Strategy

· Have students brainstorm and write down as many ways as they can think of to make the number five. Students can work with a partner. 
Present:

1. Read Five Creatures to the class. 
2. Discuss with the class how many people live in the house (5), and what different ways the author divided the family up (such as 1 and 5, 3 and 2, etc.). 
Guided Practice: 
Read the book again and this time, students will write down each time they hear a number combination. Afterwards, go back through the book and have students check and see if they wrote the different ways that the number five was made in the story. 
Extend/Refine Activities
Students can make as many number combinations as possible for the number 10. Remind students they can use their same answers from 5, but will have to double the digits. 
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
