Academic Objective

Students will build fluency with multi-digit addition and subtraction. 
a. Correctly add and subtract two whole numbers up to three digits each with regrouping. 

Brilliant Star Objective
Affect/Emotion: Understanding: The student will be able to discuss the meaning of attitude and how it relates to decisions and actions. 
Essential Question
How do I solve addition word problems with regrouping?
Activating Strategy

· Have students tell you what they know about football. Talk about how the scoring of football works-3 points for a field goal, 6 points for a touchdown, and 1 point extra if they make the extra kick. 
· Have students write down the different point combinations in their math journal. 
Present
1. Read Game Day to the class. 
2. Discuss with the class the points that were made during the story and why the final score was 15 to 20. 

Guided Practice
Students will work in pairs and will be given a sheet with football word problems. The word problems will be similar to this:
The Wildcats played a football game against the Vikings. The Wildcats scored 2 touchdowns and made the point after both times. The Vikings made one touchdown, did not get the extra point, and made a field goal. How much did each team score and who won the game?

Extend/Refine Activities
· On the internet, students will research the different numbers of the football players and explain how each number on the team has a different purpose. (Ex. Numbers 1-19 are often the quarterback, kicker, and punter’s number, and players with numbers in the 90’s are often used in the defensive line). 
· Students will also discuss the football players’ attitudes during a game and how they are similar to or different from their everyday life attitudes, including their being in a math class. Discuss how a football game is a very specific activity with a very specific desired outcome (win the game). During the game, a football player’s attitude has to remain focused and positive. There are many things during a football game that can make the football player’s attitude become negative and push him to want to give up. However, every player has to remain positive if the team is to win a game. Discuss how this is similar to learning math skills. Think of the week as the game and every day is a period of the game. 
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
