Book Description:

· A father and child grow vegetables and then make a soup.  

Academic Objectives: 

· MKN1: Students will connect numerals to the quantities they represent.
· Count a number of objects up to 30.
Brilliant Star Objectives: 
· Cognitive: Classification: Students will be able to organize given elements into sets according to a specified rule or common attributes. 

Reading Level:  

· Accelerated Reader ® 1.7

Essential Question(s):  How can I put groups of objects into sets using number words?

Activating Strategy:

· The teacher will read Growing Vegetable Soup with the class.  As they read the story together, the students will count the different vegetables throughout the story.
Acquisition Lesson Activities:

· The teacher will use a counting mat graphic organizer labeled 1 to 30.  The students will count beans to match the number of beans to the number word.  

Extend/Refine Activities:

· The students will write the number words from one to ten, creating a flipbook by gluing the beans to the number word.  

· The students will make vegetable soup with the teacher, using the recipe in the story.
