Essential Question

How can I use a ruler to compare the length of objects?
Activating Strategy
The teacher will guide students in completing a word splash about body parts of birds that could be measured (ex. Beaks, tails, legs, wings, etc.).
Acquisition Lesson Activities
· Before the lesson, the teacher will have the following to give to each student: cutouts of a flamingo, toucan, heron, pheasant, and hummingbird for each student OR a worksheet with the following birds on it. 

· The teacher will read the story Inch by Inch to the students. While reading the story, students will measure with a ruler the corresponding bird and body part from the page being read in the story. Students will record the length of each bird in their math journal or on a piece of paper. 
· After the book is read, students will discuss with their partner which bird had the longest body part and which bird had the shortest body part. 
Extend/Refine Activities
Students will discuss whether or not the bird lengths they measured would be the same if they were to measure a real bird. The teacher will lead the discussion and get students thinking about the differences in measuring objects on a paper and objects in real life.
