Money Trouble

Book Description:

· A boy needs $100.00 for a telescope. How will he raise the money?

Academic Objectives: 

· M1N1: Students will estimate, model, compare, order, and represent whole numbers up to 100.
· f. Identify bills ($1, $5, $10, $20) by name and value and exchange equivalent quantities by making fair trades involving combinations of bills and count out a combination of bills needed to purchase items less than twenty dollars.
· M1P1: Students will solve problems (using appropriate technology).
· Build new mathematical knowledge through problem solving.

Brilliant Star Objectives: 

· Finances: Students will be able to identify money and the value of each as well as the importance of money in today’s society.

Activating Strategy: 

· Show pictures of money (or play money). Have students review money with a partner, labeling each coin and bill.
Acquisition Lesson Activities:

· Read Money Trouble to the students. After reading the story, have the students brainstorm why money is important in everyday life. Record answers on a web graphic organizer. 
· Put students in groups of 4 or 5. Give each group an envelope with an amount of money on the outside. Have students write on the envelope what they could buy in real life with the specific amount of money ($1, $5, $10, $20, $100). Have them count out the amount of money using money in the play money bank. Have students place the counted money inside the envelope.
· Create a 5-column chart, with each amount of money as a header. Record students’ answers on the chart. Talk about why or why not the item could be bought with that specific amount of money. Count the money together in the envelope to check student work. 
Extend/Refine Activities:

· Let students work individually to create a monthly budget. Have students “work” in the classroom in order to receive a “salary.” Have students write about the choices they made, and the things that they could or could not afford.
