· Dr. Seuss book published after his passing; attaches colors to emotional moods.
Academic Objectives: 

· MKG2: Students will understand basic spatial relationships.
· a. Identify when an object is beside another object, above another object, or below another object.
· b. Identify when an object is in front of another object, behind another object, inside another object, or outside it.
Brilliant Star Objectives:

· Association: Students will be able to identify and describe a relationship between like and unlike objects and ideas.

Reading Level:  

· Accelerated Reader ® 2.0

Vocabulary:  beside, above, below, in front, behind, inside, outside

Activating Strategy:

· The students will identify the colors as the teacher selects objects around the room.
· The teacher will read Many Colored Days.
Acquisition Lesson Activities:

· The teacher will use students and stand beside them.  The students will have to use the vocabulary words to identify spatially where the teacher is.  The process will go on until all vocabulary words are introduced to the students.  

· The students will then partner with another teacher-selected student to create a flip book.  The students will color the picture that is either beside, above, below, in front, behind, inside, or outside of the assigned picture, using the correct color.
