Book Description:

· Ruby, a new student, copies a girl named Angela. At first, Angela is flattered, but then she gets upset. When Ruby copies Miss Hart, the teacher, Miss Hart helps Ruby think of something she likes to do for herself.

Academic Objectives: 

· MKG3: Students will identify, create, extend, and transfer patterns from one representation to another using actions, objects, and geometric shapes.
· b. Extend a given pattern, and recognize similarities (such as color, shape, texture, or number) in different patterns.
Brilliant Star Objectives:
· Cognition/Thinking: Classification: Students will be able to organize given elements into sets according to a specified rule or common attributes. 

Essential Question: 

· What is a pattern? 

· How can I create new patterns? 
Reading Level:

· Grades K-2

· Lexile: 500

Activating Strategy:

· The teacher will start a discussion about the word “copycat.” What does the word mean? It is a good thing to be a copycat? 
Acquisition Lesson Activities:

· The students will listen to the teacher read the story Ruby the Copycat. 
· The teacher will explain to the students that they are going to be copycats for math time. Each student will create a pattern using pattern blocks. The student’s partner will extend the pattern, being a “copycat.” 
· Both partners will draw a picture of the pattern. 
Extend/Refine Activities:

· Have students create patterns by writing number words, color words, and shape words.

· Have students create a symmetry butterfly to explore patterns.
