Essential Question
What does it mean to be unique?
Activating Strategy

· Inform students that they will hear a story about a little boy that has a unique talent.  
· Ask: 

· What does it mean for something to be unique?

· What do you think will be unique about this little boy on the front cover (allow students to examine)?

Acquisition Activities
· Tell students that shapes are just like them.  They are all unique, but they also have things that are the same or similar.

· Draw each shape on the board one at a time.  On a piece of paper, have the student’s practice drawing these shapes with crayons.

· Discuss how each shape is different or unique by counting the number of sides and how some of them are alike.
Extend/Refine Activities

Have students look around the room and find different shapes. Help them identify objects that are unique as they are the only ones in the room.
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
