Book Description: 
In this African folktale a little girl and her grandma live in the village of Tos in West Central Africa.  In the first half of the book the village is described then the grandmother sits down to tell the story of how a volcano destroyed the village and the chief designated that the women had to live in the round houses and the men in the square, these houses where the only two standing after the volcano hit. 

Academic Objective:
· M1G1 Students will study and create various two and three-dimensional figures and identify basic figures (squares, circles, triangles, and rectangles) within them.
· c.  Create pictures and designs using shapes, including overlapping shapes.
· MKG1 Students will correctly name simple two and three dimensional figures, and recognize them in the environment.
· a. Recognize and name the following basic two-dimensional figures: triangles, rectangles, squares, and circles.

Brilliant Star Objective:
· SocioCultural: Students will be able to identify physical, gender, social, ethnic and cultural factors that contribute to people being alike and different.
Reading Level: 3.8
Lesson/Activities:

· After reading the story ask the students what types of houses the men and women lived in?  What shapes were they? 

· You can also explain that using squares to make the houses could also be called a cube because it is three-dimensional. 

· Each student will make their own village of circle and square houses.  Make it fun and allow the students to only use circles and squares throughout their picture. 

· As they finish their picture have them come up with a total of squares and circles they used and write this on the back of the picture. 
· Another fun activity is to allow students to write down different places and things that are circles and squares in their community, school, classroom.
