Berenstain Bears’ Trouble With Money

Objective(s):

· M2N1c:  Students will use multiple representation of numbers to connect symbols to quantities.  Students will use money as a medium of exchange.  Count back change and use decimal notation and the dollar and cent symbols to represent a collection of coins and currency.
· M2N2a:  Students will build fluency with multiple-digit addition and subtraction.
Brilliant Star Objective(s):

· Finances: Students will be able to identify money and the value of each as well as the importance of money in today’s society. 

Readability:  4.0
Essential Question(s):

· How does spending money affect how much I save?

Activating Strategy:

· Pass out envelopes with coin cards on it and another set of envelopes with purchased produces and values on them.

· Allow students to find their partner envelopes and determine how much they have and how much more they need to reach a dollar.

· Read the book Berenstain Bears’ Trouble with Money.  

· Identify the jobs the cubs did and the items the cubs bought and assign values to those items.
Acquisition Lesson Activities:

· Discuss with students the various ways of writing money values ($ and cent signs).

· Students take the list created of the cub jobs and spending and begin adding various jobs and items purchased to show how to write money values less than a dollar in various ways.  

· Discuss the process of determining change from a dollar using chart.

· Partner students up and distribute random cups with varying values of money in play coins.  Students will count the value to see how much they have to spend.  

· Create a grocery ad and put values less than one dollar on items in the ad.  Have student determine what they can buy out of the ad.  

Extend/Refine Activities:

· Create a chore chart and assign prices to the chores and the amount of money that could be earned doing the chores.

· Create a list of items wanting to purchase and determine how many of the chores on their personal chore list they would have to do to earn the item they want to purchase.
