Book Description:

· Teaches students how a caterpillar turns into a butterfly. 

Academic Objectives: 

· MKM2: Students will understand the measurement of calendar time.
· a. Know the names of the days of the week.
· b. Know the months of the year.
· c. Know the four seasons.
Brilliant Star Objectives:

· Cognition/Thinking: Classification: Students will be able to organize given elements into sets according to a specified rule or common attributes.

Reading Level: 

· Accelerated Reader ® 2.9

Vocabulary:  month, season, time

Activating Strategy:

· The teacher will review the months of the year and days of the week with the students (usually kindergarteners have a song that goes along with this skill).
· The teacher will read The Very Hungry Caterpillar with the class.
Acquisition Lesson Activities:

· The teacher will show students pictures of winter, spring, summer, and fall.  Based on the pictures in the story, the students will tell the teacher when the different parts of the story took place (what season they occurred).  

· Each student will create a flipbook, drawing a picture of the season behind the caterpillar.  The teacher will help the students label each season.

Extend/Refine Activities:

·  The students will act out the seasons.  For example, when the teacher calls out “summer,” the students will act out something they can do in the season (i.e. swim).
