Academic Objectives:

· M1N1e:  Students will estimate, model, compare, order, and represent whole numbers up to 100.  Students will exchange equivalent quantities of coins, by making fair trades involving combinations of pennies, nickels, dimes, and quarters and count out a combination needed to purchase items less than a dollar.

· M1N3j:  Students will add and subtract numbers less than 100 as well as understand and use the inverse relationships between addition and subtraction.  Students will apply addition and subtraction to 2 digit numbers without regrouping. 

Brilliant Star Objectives:

· Finances: Students will be able to identify money and the value of each as well as the importance of money in today’s society.

Readability:  3.2

Essential Question:  

· How do I use addition and subtraction when working with money?

Activating Strategy:

· Display ads from local grocers/farmers markets with prices of vegetables.

· Read the book Tops and Bottoms by Janet Stevens.

· Use vegetables grown in the story for your “farmers market” stand.  Students will list the vegetables from the story and put a price for each one.

Acquisition Lesson Activities:

· Discuss the different values of money.  Go over and review coins (penny, nickels, dimes, quarters, etc.)

· Create an ad with prices of the produce grown and to be sold in your classroom market/store.

· Introduce two-digit addition without regrouping and explain how purchasing using money related to this math skill.

· Have students use money to purchase items and add various prices together to find totals.  

Extend/Refine Activities:

· Allow students to take roles of cashier and purchaser.  

· Give them word problems related to purchasing vegetables from the store to practice addition skills.

· Have students pick vegetables and use coin combinations to purchase produce.
