Brilliant Star Objective:
· Students will able to describe the importance of physical fitness and how exercise and nutrition contribute to it.

· Students will be able to perceive exercising as a way to maintain the wellness of their bodies. 

Activity:

1. Students will line in the middle of the gym shoulder to shoulder. Half of the students will be named the Odd Team and the other half will be named the Even Team. 

2. Cards with a even number on one side and an odd number on the other side will be spread out on both sides of the gym. 

3. The Even Team will start on one side and the Odd Team on the other side. When music starts the “Even” team will flip cards to show even numbers and odd will do opposite. 

4. Students must move back and forth from each side only flipping one card on each visit to each side. Teacher will monitor the card flipping to ensure safe and fair play.
