Dribble and Matchem-up Multiplication Facts 
M3N3 Students will further develop their understanding of multiplication of whole numbers and develop the ability to apply it in problem solving.
Equipment Needed: 20-30 cones with the answers to the multiplication facts, 20-30 index cards with multiplication facts that match the answers, 3 hoola hoops to put the cards in, enough basketballs for half of your class and stop watch. 
Pre requisites: 
1. Students will need to be able to dribble continuous while moving. 
2. Students will need to be able to have had previous review of their times tables. 

Psychomotor: Students will walk, jog or run as fast as they can while dribbling to the cones. 

Cognitive: The students will have to answer multiplication facts.

Affective: The students will give positive words of encouragement to each other.

Description of Activity:

The students will be split up into groups of two and provided with a basketball. On the floor there will be cones with numbers spread out around the court, with the three hula hoops filled with multiplication facts at one end. The students will be with their partner in front of the hula hoops, when the teacher says go the students will one at a time dribble the basketball to a hoop, pick up a card and answer the fact correctly by dribbling the ball to the correctly numbered cone. The player’s partner will have to tell their partner whether or not the answer is correct with only a YES or a NO. The player will then dribble back to their partner and hand the ball off and the partner will have his or her turn. The player with the most answers correct at the end of the game will be the winner.  
Organization: Split students up into groups of 2 by counting off.
Modifications: The teacher could make the distance between the cones shorter and or the multiplication facts only low numbers. 
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
