Space Scooting

Academic Objective:
· S4CS4
Brilliant Star Objectives:

· Psychomotor: Students will use scooters to place the planets in order.
· Cognitive: The students will have to place the planets in the correct order.
· Affective: The students will give encouraging remarks to other players.

Equipment Needed: 
4 sets of 9 spots/markers on the floor, 1 set of 9 cones labeled with the different planets for each team(around 4 teams) and scooters.
Pre-requisites: 
1. Students will need to label all of  the planets. 
Description of Activity:

The students will be split up into around 4 team(like a relay race). Each team will have one scooter and a set of cones labeled with each planet. On the teachers signal each team will send one player at a time to scoot across the gym with a planet and place it on the correct spot ( 9 spots are already place for the planet to sit on). Each team will have to send each player at least once. The team with all of the planets in the correct order, and all team members sitting first will be the winner.   
Organization: 
Split teams up into 4 groups, have players on one end and the sets of spots on the other. All of the cones labeled with the planets need to be near the players.
Modifications: 
The teacher could make the distance traveled shorter or longer.
