Civil War Orienteering Race

Academic Objective:

· SS5H1: The student will explain the causes, major events, and consequences of the Civil War.
Brilliant Star Objectives:

· Psychomotor: Students will walk, jog or run as fast as they can around the course in order to beat the other contestants. 

· Cognitive: The students will have to answer questions regarding the American Civil War.

· Social: The students will need to rely on the positive support of each other to finish in a competitive time.

Equipment Needed: 

· 15 stakes/markers for the questions, 15 laminated questions, 15 copies of a map and a stop watch. 
Pre-requisites: 

1. Students will need to be able to move continuous for 20 minutes and be able to use a basic map. 

2. Students will need to be able to have had previous review of the American Civil War facts. 

Description of Activity:

The students will be provided with a note card, pencil and simple map that will show 15 points spaced out around the back of the school yard.  On each point will be a Civil War question, students will have to answer each question and return with their group as fast as possible while being timed. Each team must travel together with their team mates to each station and must all cross the finish line together. The team with the best time and most answers correct will be the winner.  
Organization: 

Split teams up into groups of 2 or 4 depending upon class size. Each team will be given a basic hand drawn map of the 15 different points previously plotted out by the teacher. On the back of each map will be a list of the order that each particular group must follow to help separate the groups. 

Modifications: 
The teacher could make the distance between points shorter and or questions less challenging.
