“Got The Right One?”
Based on Fifth Grade English GPS ELA5C1
Equipment Needed: 4 hula-hoops and 5 colored bean bags for each team. 
Pre requisites: 
1. Students will need to be able to locate the verb, adverb, noun and pronoun of a sentence. 
Psychomotor: Students will toss bean bags at a target.
Cognitive: The students will have to locate whether or not a particular word in a sentence is a verb, adverb, noun or pronoun.

Affective: The students will give encouraging remarks to other players.

Description of Activity:

The students will be split up into teams. The teacher will call out a sentence, then say find the verb, adverb, noun or pronoun. Each team will send out one thrower to toss the team’s bean bags into the hula-hoop marked for that answer. The player can use their team’s advice and can choose to toss all bean bags into one hula-hoop or split them up. Each team will have a different color bean bag and only the bags in the correct hoop will count as one point each for the team. The teacher will add up all the points at the end of each round. Every round each team will have a different tosser. The first team to 25 points wins the game. 
Organization: Split teams up into groups of 4 or more depending upon class size. The teams will be put into lines at one end of the area with four hula-hoops labeled verb, adverb, noun or pronoun, with a tossing line marked.
Modifications: The teacher could make the distance that the bags will be tossed at shorter and or sentences less challenging. 
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
