Spell That Word” Relay Race

Academic Objective:
· ELA5W4: The student consistently uses a writing process to develop, revise, and evaluate writing. 
Brilliant Star Objectives:

· Psychomotor: Students will run as fast as they can from one point to another while picking up a card. 

· Cognitive: The students will have to spell words that are called out correctly.

· Social: The students will need to rely on the positive support of each other.

Equipment Needed: 
At least 10-15 of each letter of the alphabet on index cards and 5 cones
Pre-requisites: 
1. Students will need to be able to form words with letters. 
2. Students will need to be able to have had previous knowledge of the correct spelling of basic words. 

Description of Activity:

The students will be split up into 5 even teams for the relay race. All teams will attempt to spell the word called out by the teacher correctly first by one person in each team running from the starting position to the other end of the court a finding the correct letter and then bring it back to their team for the next in line to get the next letter. The team can ask each other which letter comes next. And the first team to correctly spell the word is the winner.

Organization: 
Split teams up into groups of 5. All teams will have to use all participants in their group. Put teams on one end of the court and the letters on the other.
Modifications: 
The teacher could make the distance between points shorter and/or words less challenging.
