Are You Grumpy, Santa?

Objectives: 
· ELAKR2 The student demonstrates the ability to identify and orally manipulate words and individual sounds within those spoken words. The student 
a. Identifies and produces rhyming words in response to an oral prompt and distinguishes 

rhyming and non-rhyming words. 
Brilliant Star Objectives:
· Affect/Emotion: Students will be able to discuss proper ways of showing emotions and reacting to situations. 

· Affect/Emotion: Students will be able to identify attitudes and feelings based on facial expressions and body language. Students will also discuss ways to change attitudes by changing facial expressions and body language. 

Essential Question(s):
· What is a rhyming word?
Activating Strategy:
· Ask the students: What are some different ways that you feel sometimes? Look for words like happy, sad, scared, etc (be sure to include sad, mad, and glad). Write the words and draw a face to show that emotion. Ask the students to show what that face might look like with their own facial expressions. 

· Introduce the word “grumpy” and talk about how it is like being mad. Tell the students that in this story Santa Clause is feeling grumpy.
· Read: Are You Grumpy Santa?
Acquisition Lesson Activities:
· Discuss how the book shows that Santa was grumpy.
· Tell the students that there was something special about the words in this story. They are called rhyming words. Go back through the book and read a page pointing out the rhyming words on that page. Read a few more pages and let the students find the rhyming words. 

· Looking back over the list of feelings, ask the students if they can find any rhyming words in that list (sad, mad, and glad).
