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Book Description:

· When Violet has a numbers problem and Arthur is penniless, they go into business and solve both problems. 
Academic Objective:

· ELAKR6: The student gains meaning from orally presented text. The student g. connects life experiences to read-aloud text. 

Brilliant Star Objective: 
· Finances: The student will be able to identify money and the value of each as well as the importance of money in today’s society. 

Readability Level: 3.1

Vocabulary: money, business, coins, cents, value, count

Introduction:  The teacher will explain the different types of money (coins, currency) and give the value of each. The teacher will ask the students: 
· What does it mean to earn money? 
· What does it mean to have a job? 
· What does it mean to share?

During Reading:  The teacher will give examples of ways that people earn and spend their money. The teacher will also give examples of how people keep track of the money they earn and spend. The teacher will also explain how a simple business works, such as, a lemonade stand. 

Follow-up Activities:  

1. The students will complete a matching game to identify various types of money.

2. The students will set up their own classroom store and use pretend money to purchase goods. Items will be labeled with specific amounts. 

3. The students will write about how they earn an allowance for completing household tasks. 
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
