Brilliant Star Objectives:
· Perceiving: Students will be able to recognize that perceptions can impact thinking and beliefs, and how preconceived perceptions can be changed.
Essential Question(s):
· How can knowing the story elements help me know the text?
Activating Strategy:
· Read: Big Bad Wolf is Good
Acquisition Lesson Activities:
· Discuss with the students why the other animals were so afraid of the wolf. Had the wolf done anything to deserve the way they felt about him? Was it fair to not be a friend to the wolf before they knew him well? What did the wolf do to prove that he was a good wolf? How does this story compare to the friends we can make at school?
· Give each student a copy of the graphic organizer found at http://www.edhelperclipart.com/clipart/teachers/org-char-problem-solution.pdf. 
· Using the Think-Pair-Share strategy (http://www.readingquest.org/strat/tps.html) complete the graphic organizer as a class.
· Thinking Prompts: Who were the main characters? What was the setting? What was the problem that the wolf was having? What happened to change how the others felt about Wolf? How did the story end?
Extend/Refine Activities:
· Students can create their own story in which the main character was impacted by preconceived perceptions.

· Pair students and have them retell the story to each other using a retelling spinner, retelling beach ball, etc.
