Before Reading
· Discuss the difference between fact and fiction with students, and what you can look for in a book to see if a book is fact or fiction. 
· Do a picture walk through the book and see if students can determine if the story is going to be fact or fiction. 

During Reading
1. Read Bringing the Rain to Kapiti Plain 
2. Discuss with students the kinds of animals that live on Kapiti Plain and why it is important for them to have water, and things in the story that were real and make believe. 
After reading
1. Have students work in pairs to complete a t-chart graphic organizer to sort the information from the story to see if it was fact (plains need water to help the animals survive) or fiction (a feather from an arrow brought the rain). 

2. Bring some plants to the classroom. Have students discuss how to keep the plants healthy; assign students each week to monitor the plant and water it when necessary.
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
