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Book Description:

· Clifford works at a variety of jobs in order to pay for his food.

Academic Objective:  

· ELA1W1a:  The student begins to demonstrate competency in the writing process.  The student will write texts of a length appropriate to address a topic and tell a story.
Brilliant Star Objective:  

· Work/Career:  Students will be able to express the importance of work ethics and using personal talents.

Readability:  1.8 years
Vocabulary:  Words that may need to be addressed before teaching:  circus, job, cost, spending, peeked, farmer, chased, robbers, wagon

Introduction:  Questions to ask before reading:

· Why would Clifford need a job?

· What kind of talents do you think Clifford has?  

· How much do you think that Clifford might earn on his new job? 
Questions during reading:  

· Why do you think that Clifford didn’t make a good circus dog?  

· Why do think that Clifford didn’t make a good farm dog?  

· Do you think that Clifford would make a good police dog?

Follow-up activities

· Students will write about the importance of having a job.
· Students can read other Clifford books and list the similarities and differences in the texts.
