Book Description:  
· Clifford tries to do good deeds, but the deeds go wrong.
Academic Objective:

· ELA2LSV1:  The student uses oral and visual strategies to communicate. The student begins to use oral language for different purposes: to inform, to persuade, and to entertain.
Brilliant Star Objective:

· Conation/Volition:  Students will be able to discriminate between intended and unintended actions or behaviors. 

Readability Level:  2.2
Vocabulary:  deeds, sneezed, splattered, bent, slipped, manhole
Introduction:  Talk to the students about good deeds.  Give the students some examples of good deeds:  helping on old lady across the street, helping carry in the groceries, finding money and returning it to the owner, etc
During Reading:  During reading, instruct the students to listen for the different cause and effect events.  Stop on the first event on page 4 and explain that the cause is Clifford sneezing on the leaves and the effect is the leaves scattering everywhere.  Read the rest of the book and have the students write the rest of the cause and effect events.
Follow-up Activities:

1. Have the students categorize the vocabulary words into two categories: nouns and verbs.  Then have the students look up the definitions for the words in the dictionary. Have the students write a summary of the book using the vocabulary words.
2. Go over all the cause and effect events with the students.  The last event is when Clifford saved the children from the fire and put the fire out.  Have the students explain why the last event is different from the others.

3. Have the students write a letter to a friend trying to persuade him/her to do a good deed.  Have the students give examples and explain why it is good to do good deeds.
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
