Book Description: 
· Clifford explains manners and how to use them.
Academic Objective:

Brilliant Star Objective:

Readability Level: 1.9
Vocabulary: manners, please, excuse me, thank you, litter, handkerchief, share
Introduction: Have the students create a circle diagram using the key word manners. The students need to write words or phrase associated with manners.
During Reading: Explain to the students what margins are. Stop on each page and point out the margin of the book. In this book, each margin has a manner. The rest of each page has an example of the manner.
Follow-up Activities:

1. With the circle diagram created in the introduction, have the students add more words or phrases relating to manners. Make sure to remind the students about the margins in the book.
2. Have the students look at the circle diagram and pick one type of manner that they have done. The students need to write a short story about how they used that manner.

3. For a hands-on activity and to help students understand why manners are important, have the students for the first half of the day show no matters. For the second half of the day, have the students show matters. Have the students reflect on the differences of showing manners and not showing manners.
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
