Pre-Reading: The teacher will discuss story elements with the students. The teacher will ask:

· What is the setting of a story?

· What are characters in a story?

· What are problems in a story?

· What are events in a story?

· What is meant by a resolution in a story?

During Reading:
The teacher will ask the students the above questions as we read about each. The teacher will answer the questions on the board so that the students can refer back to them. 

After Reading: 
The students will write their own story with all elements. (beginning-middle-end, setting,  characters, problems, events, and resolution). They will share their writing in the Author’s Chair when they are finished. 
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
