Book Description:
· A story about a boy and his father that live in an airport because they are homeless.

Academic Objective:

· M1N1: Students will estimate, model, compare, order, and represent whole numbers up to 100.

b. Correctly count and represent the number of objects in a set using numerals.

Brilliant Star Objective:  
· Finances: Students will be able to discuss the importance of money in our society.  
Readability Level: 3.5

Vocabulary: airport, bellowing, terminal, passengers, flight attendants, luggage, chutes, escalators
Introduction: The teacher will introduce the story by asking the following questions: 
· What does it mean to be homeless?

· If you did not have a home, where would you go?

· What is an airport like?  What are some things we see in an airport?

During Reading: It is important that the teacher give a short response time after reading each page.  It is likely that the students will have a lot of questions about the boy and his life in the airport.  
Follow-Up Activities: 
1. In the first grade, students must learn to represent whole numbers up to 100.  A great way to integrate these math skills with a service project is to organize a canned food drive.  Set the class goal at 100 cans of food.  Each day, the students can bring in their items and place them in a special place in the room.  At the beginning of each math lesson, the class will count all the cans and record the amount for that day on a chart.  On the chart, the students will be able to see how much they have brought in, and how much more they need to meet their goal.
2. The teacher can arrange the cans in different groups each day (groups of 10, or 5) to practice skip counting as well.

3. The teacher could also invite a guest from the local food bank to talk to the class about the services the food bank provides the community.
