Academic Objectives:

· Personal Style: Students will be able to identify and compare differences in people and their thinking/opinions.

Readability Level: 3.5
Vocabulary: Words that may need to be discussed before reading the story: (anxiously, meadow, granary, periwinkles, and poppies)

Introduction: Before reading ask the following questions: 
· “What is a field mouse?” 
· “What is kept in a granary?” 
· “What do you think Frederick will do in this story?”
Questions During Reading: 
· “Why are the mice gathering nuts, berries, straw, and corn?” 
· “What is Frederick doing?” “Is it fair?” 
· “What do you think he should do?”

Follow-up Activities:
· Make a connection to another story that they have heard that is similar to this one; The Ant and the Grasshopper.

· Reread the story in a small group. Share their answers to the question, “Do you think that Frederick had a good way of getting ready for winter? Tell why.”

· Students can retell the story by playing the different characters in a small play.
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
