Book Description:

· A father and child grow vegetables and then make a soup.  

Academic Objectives:

· ELA1R6g: The student uses a variety of strategies to understand and gain meaning from grade-level text.  The student identifies the main idea and supporting details of informational text read or heard.

Brilliant Star Objective:

· Physical/Body, Family:  Given a specific situation, students will be able to discern how patience and determination help to achieve a family goal.    

Readability Level:  1.7

Vocabulary:  vegetable, sprout, weed

Introduction:  Before reading ask the children:  What does it mean to “grow” vegetable soup? 

During Reading:  
· While reading the story draw the students’ attention to the additional vocabulary words on each page.  Assist the students in understanding any unfamiliar terms. 

Follow-Up Activity:

· Graphic Organizer:  Give the students a skeleton organizer with a box for the main idea at the top and three boxes below it for supporting details.  Each student should complete the graphic organizer individually. 

· Pair – Share:  Put the students into groups of two.  The students should use their completed graphic organizers to share the information from the story.
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
