SocioCultural: Students will describe specific examples of how people have risked their own safety so that others may be free. 

Reading Level   1.9
Vocabulary: slavery, master, Underground Railroad, freedom
Before Reading:
1. 
Tell students that a long time ago many southern states had slaves. Discuss with students the vocabulary words slavery and master. 
2. 
Have students understand the importance of freedom by asking them what they would feel like if they were not free. 

3. 
Tell students to listen carefully because afterwards students will write about what they learned about Harriet Tubman. 

During Reading
1.
Read the story, Harriet Tubman: Follow the North Star.
2.    Have students complete a character map on Harriet Tubman. It will look like this:






After Reading

Have students use their character map to write a short informational piece on Harriet Tubman. Students should use all four parts of the character map to write their piece and include how she risked her safety for the sake of others.
