Brilliant Star Objectives:

· Conation/Volition: Students will be able to define attitude and how it relates to one's life; will be able to describe specific attitudes (e.g., courage, gratitude, caring) and give examples of people who displayed that attitude.
Essential Question:

· How does responding to literature show that I understand the story?
Activating Strategy:

· Prompt the students to brainstorm a list of things that are special to them; something that would be upsetting if they lost.
· Read: Harry and the Bucketful of Dinosaurs
Acquisition Lesson Activity:

· Discuss the word appreciation. Ask: Who showed appreciation in this story? (Harry) How did he show appreciation? (By taking good care of the dinosaurs he found at Grandma’s) What details in the book showed his appreciation of the dinosaurs? (Cleaning them up, naming them, taking the everywhere, etc.) 
· How can we show appreciation to the things we have?
· Instruct the students to write about something they appreciated and lost. Students should try to relate to how Harry was feeling when he lost his dinosaurs.
Extend/Refine Activities:

· Write a letter to Harry to try and cheer him up. Explain to him how you’ve made it through tough times.
· Write a letter to the bus company on Harry’s behalf asking for a search of the buses to find Harry’s dinosaurs. The letter should explain how important the toys were to Harry.
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
