Book Description:

· The world is much different when the dinosaurs come back.
Academic Objectives:

· ELAKW1: The student begins to understand the principles of writing.
Brilliant Star Objective:

· Cognitive/Thinking: Analogy: Students will be able to create a relationship between unlike elements (two or a pair of two) which have at least one common characteristic or property that is not necessarily obvious or logical.
Readability Level: P-2
Vocabulary: lumberjack, skyscraper
Introduction: Before reading, show the students the cover of the book and ask them what they think the book is going to be about. Have them tell you any ideas they have of how the world would be different if the dinosaurs came back.
During Reading: Ask the following question on the corresponding pages:

· p 5- Why wouldn’t we need any more lawn mowers?
· P 21- Why would giraffes finally have someone to look up to?
After Reading: Ask the students how the author made a connection between two very different things such as a dinosaur and a dentist. Have them tell you other connections the author made that they can remember from the book. 
Follow-Up Activities: 
1. Have the students research the animals that are extinct. 

2. Then have them think of how these animals would make life easier if they were around today.
3. They will need to write a story as the author of this book did.

4. Then allow the student to rewrite their story into a picture book putting pictures to their words.

5. The teacher will then bind their pages together and allow the students to share their books with the class.
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
