Before Reading
Students will discuss what an inchworm is, and list animals that may want to eat worms (make sure birds are included). 
The teacher will go over the vocabulary words with students and show a real picture of each type of bird. 

During Reading
The teacher will read the story Inch by Inch to the students. Ask students questions throughout the story, such as “Can you measure a song?” and “What would you do if you were the inchworm and were told to measure a song?”
After Reading:

· Students will be given a beginning/middle/end graphic organizer. For each part, they will need to write and draw a picture of what happened. 
· When finished, students will compare their graphic organizers and see if their beginning/middle/end was the same as other students.  
· The teacher will discuss elements of what generally happens during each section, such as the beginning usually introduces the setting and characters, the middle has the most events, and can include a problem, the end usually solves the problem and has a conclusion. 
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
