Just Me and My Mom

Book Description:
· Little Critter and his mom share a special day together in the city.

Academic Objective: 
· SSKG3: The student will state the street address, city, county, state, nation, and continent in which he or she lives.
Brilliant Star Objective: 
· Family: Students will be able to discuss the dynamics of a family and the relationship among the members of a family.
Readability Level: 2.2
Vocabulary: city, traffic, taxi
Introduction: Before reading, ask children if they can name the city/county they live in. Lead a discussion regarding the differences between a rural area and a city. Have children name things they might see in a city and record on board or chart paper. Ask if children can name any big cities they have visited. Have children come up with a list of fun things to do in a big city. 

During Reading: Point out the look of the big city as teacher reads. Draw attention to the big buildings, cars, people, stores, etc. Ask children if they would see these same things in the country. Encourage children to describe a city, using examples from the story. Discuss the different activities that Mom and Critter do all day. Ask children what they do with their moms.

Follow-Up Activities: 

1. 
Create a foldable booklet of Things I Would See in the City and Things I Would See in the Country. Have children illustrate each section.
2. 
Have the children think of one fun thing they can do with their mom, or special woman in their life. The students can draw a picture of the two of them participating in that activity.
3. 
Distribute an image/picture of a woman that is blank on the inside. The top of the paper can read “I love my mom because…”. The children can fill in the picture using words that describe how they feel about their mom. For example, written on the arms may be “She gives good hugs”, written on the legs may be “She plays outside with me”, written on the face may be “She is pretty”, etc. Children can color and decorate the lady to look like their mom.
