· Lisa asks her Daddy for a kiss but he mentions many different kinds of kisses, adorable pictures

Academic Objectives:

· ELA2R4f: Distinguishes fact from fiction.

· ELA2R4h: Makes connection between texts and/or personal experiences.

Brilliant Star Objective: 
· Affective/Emotion: The students will be able to recognize the feelings that occur as a result of a specific event.
Readability Level: unknown
Vocabulary: Words that may need to be addressed before teaching: vacation, Eskimo, limp, kisses.

Introduction: Questions to ask before reading: 
· “Does someone tuck you into bed at night?” 
· “What is your nightly routine before you go to sleep?”

Questions during Reading: 
· “What is a Grandma?” 
· “What does it mean to go on a vacation?” 
· “Have you ever been to a circus?” 
· “Where do Eskimos live?” 
· “Have you ever been so tired that you could not keep your eyes open?”

Follow-up activities:

· Students will write about their personal experiences of when they are tucked into bed at night. 
· Students will reread the story and choose one type of kiss to illustrate.
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
