Work/Career: Students will understand the importance of work ethics.

Reading Level: 2.9
Vocabulary: lemonade stand, gulped, fort, trapdoor

Before Reading:
1. Tell students that before they read the story, they are going to make some predictions about the story. 

2. Show students the cover of the book and have students talk with their partner about what they see on the cover. 

3. After students talk with their partner, have students write down their predictions in their reading journal. 

4. After students make their prediction from the cover picture, complete a picture walk with the students. 

5. After the picture walk, students can add or change their predictions in their reading journal. 
6. The teacher can call on students to make a class prediction list. Have students tell why they made that certain prediction. 
During Reading:
1.
Read Lemonade with a Twist, and discuss the vocabulary within the story. 
2.
Throughout the story, have students share if their predictions have been correct, or if they have changed some of their predictions.  
After Reading:
1. 
The teacher will have the students look at the class prediction chart and go over the predictions that students made. 

2. 
Next to each prediction that was made correctly, the teacher will put a checkmark. 

3. 
Have students look at their own predictions in their reading journal, and put a checkmark next to the predictions that were correct. 
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
