Reading Level   1.5

Before Reading:
Make a class list of things students may do on Thanksgiving on a piece of chart paper. Discuss that some of us do the same things on this day, but other people may have other traditions. 
During Reading
1.
Read the story, Let’s Get Ready for Thanksgiving. 
2.    While reading, have students raise their hand if they have done anything in the story (making food, having family and friends over).  Call on students to share their experiences and traditions. 
After Reading
· Give students a Venn diagram and on one circle have them write “My family” and on the other have them write “Book family.” 
· Tell students that they are going to compare and contrast events that happened in their life and events that happened in the book. Tell them if something happened in the book that did not happen in their life, they will write it in the “Book family” circle, and if they do something on Thanksgiving that wasn’t in the book, then they will put it the “My family” circle. 
· Also tell them that if something has happened in the book, and has happened to them, then they will write it in the middle circle because the events were the same. Tell students that they are making connections to the book by completing this assignment, and when we make connections, we can become better readers. 
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
