Introduction: 
· Share the cover of the book with the students. Point out Lilly and tell the students that this is a little mouse that loves school and has a lot of personality. 
· Discuss personality with the students and share examples. Ask the students to look at Lilly on the cover and think about what it is that she is wearing and doing that shows her personality. What kind of person do they think she is? 
· Tell the students that while you are reading about Lilly they are to be looking for details about Lilly and characteristics about her that makes her unique. 
· Have a chart or character graphic organizer ready to record these details down. A piece of chart paper in the shape of a mouse would work nicely. 
During Reading: 
· While reading the story, pause frequently for discussion and to record new facts about Lilly down on the chart paper. 
· At the end of the story have the class look back over everything learned about Lilly. How does that make her special? What are some unique things about you that makes you special?
Follow-Up Activities: 
· Have students bring in something that is special to them to share with the class like Lilly’s purse is special to her. 
· Students will need to write a descriptive paragraph about their special item describing it and why it is important to them. 
· When the class shares, invite discussion of how the items are similar and different to others in the class and how that makes everyone unique and wonderful. 
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
