Vocabulary: quotation mark, comma, character, dialogue, exclaim, whisper, zookeeper

Introduction: 
· Explain that quotation marks are used when a person is speaking.  One set goes in the beginning of what they say, and another set goes at the end of what they say.  A comma is used to show that person is done speaking.  
· Draw an example on the board of a sentence using quotation marks and comma. Point out the placement of the punctuation.

During Reading: 
· Stop on each page and show the quotation marks.  Ask children to locate the quotation marks and where the comma is placed.  Help children identify words such as “said”, “exclaimed”, “yelled”, “whispered”, etc. as clue words that let you know someone is speaking.  
· Ask “Where would the quotation marks go? What about the comma?”
·   Have children raise their hand every time someone is speaking.  

· Check students’ responses by showing them the sentence in the book.  

Follow-Up Activities: 

1.  
Using elbow macaroni noodles as quotation marks and commas, have students write their own dialogue taking place between two people.  Teacher may need to provide a topic for students to write about (ex. brother and sister arguing over completing chores, best friends trying to decide what movie to go to, mom and dad discussing what to have for dinner…).  Children should use macaroni noodles at any place where quotation marks and commas need to be placed.  

2.  
Students can also write their own sentences where someone is speaking and leave out the quotation marks and comma.  They can trade their sentence with a partner, and the partner has to correctly add the quotation marks and comma.
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
