Academic Objective:  

· ELA2R3a:  The student acquires and uses grade level words to communicate effectively.  The student reads a variety of texts, uses new words in oral and written language.
Brilliant Star Objective:  

· Physical:  Students will be able to describe how animals or machines make similar movements to people.
Readability Level:  2.4 years
Vocabulary:  Words that may need to be addressed before teaching:  gobbling, hoed, sowed, angry, furious, stocked and drilled.

Introduction:  Questions to ask before reading:

· Do you eat vegetables? What do you like? Dislike?

· Do you or your parents have a garden?

· When do people usually plant gardens?

· Can you have problems when gardening?

Questions during reading:  

· Are you afraid for the bunnies or Mr.McGreely?

· What do you think Mr.McGreely should do to protect his garden?

Follow-up activities

· The students will complete the following chart with the assistance of the teachers.

· Science: Students can focus on increasing expressive vocabulary about everything to do with farming (e.g. planting/growing vegetables).
