Book Description:

Pre-Reading: Before reading the story the teacher will ask the students to retell the story of the Three Little Pigs. The students will then make predictions of what My Lucky Day will be about. The teacher will ask the students what it means to feel lucky. The teacher will also discuss important vocabulary from the story (polished, startled, delicious, hauled, roasting, filthy, pounded, and exhausted).
During Reading: While reading the story, the teacher will stop to discuss each vocabulary word in context. The students will make connections about the text. They will relate this story to The Three Little Pigs. The teacher will ask the following questions while reading: 
· What does the fox mean when he says “this must be my lucky day”? 

· Why did the fox wash the pig? 
· How did the pig feel in the story?

· Why did the fox take the pig out of the oven? 
After Reading:  
1. The teacher will ask students to retell the story for comprehension. 
2. The teacher will have the students explain the differences between My Lucky Day and The Three Little Pigs. 
3. The students will write complex sentences about the story. They will illustrate their writing.
