Questions:
Before Reading:

· What do you think the title of the book means?

· Have you ever wanted to go somewhere, but you were not sure how you were going to get there?

During Reading:

· How are “brains in your head” and “feet in your shoes” going to do to help you get somewhere?

· What can you do if you are not sure where you want to go?

· What feelings might you have if you go down the wrong path or don’t get what you want?

· What feelings might you have if you are on the right path? 

· Where might you want to go or do or be that will make your life what you want? 

· Who might you want to help you get there?

· How are you going make sure you stay on track with what you want for your life?

After Reading:
· Do you have something that you want for yourself? 

· How are you going to get what you want? when you have to wait?

· What are you going to do to plan for what you want for yourself?

· What happens when you are faced with challenges and successes?

Follow-Up Activities:

· Students will draw a picture of what they want to be when they grow up.

· Students will write a goal and describe what they will have to do in order to accomplish that goal.

· Students will create a four-page book that consists of someone they would like to meet, somewhere they would like to go, identify some important people in their lives, and something they have learned that will help them in their life.
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
