Oh, Bother! Someone’s Fibbing

Book Description: 
· Piglet broke Pooh’s favorite honey pot and told a fib about it.
Academic Objective:

· ELA3R2: The student acquires and uses grade-level words to communicate effectively. The student identifies and infers meaning from common root words, common prefixes (e.g., un-, re-, dis-, in-) and common suffixes (e.g., -tion, -ous, -ly).
Brilliant Star Objective:

· Moral Character: Students will be able to describe what it means to be responsible and tell the truth. They will discuss what chores should be made when asked to tell the truth about a situation.
Readability Level: 3
Vocabulary: fibbing, burying, thieving, sighing
Introduction: Ask the students if they know what a “fib” is. Use some familiar terms to help the students recognize the word fib (telling a story or a lie).
During Reading: Have the students fill out a sequence of events chart. This chart’s information should start with Piglet telling a fib and end when Piglet finally tells the truth. The students need to see all the events that happen due to the fib.
Follow-up Activities:

1. For a text-to-text connection, read the story, “The Boy Who Cried Wolf.” Talk to the students about the consequences of the boy crying wolf. Make the connection of Piglet fibbing and the boy fibbing in the story.
2. Go over the sequence chart with the students. Show the students that since Piglet did not tell the truth, he caused a commotion. Make sure the students understand that one fib can lead to another. Ask the students, “do you think if Piglet told truth to begin with, there would still be a big commotion.”
3. Have the students write a paragraph about a fib they have told and what happen after the fib was told: did you tell another fib? Did you get out of trouble? Did it cause an up-roar? Did you get in trouble?

4. For an inflectional ending activity, have the students take the vocabulary words and break those down and talk about the root words and the –ing endings. 
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
