Pancakes, Pancakes!

Book Description:
· The boy in the story used his senses of hearing the rooster to determine that he wanted pancakes for breakfast. 

Academic Objective:
· Students will be aware of the importance of curiosity, honesty, openness, and skepticism in science and will exhibit these traits in their own efforts to understand how the world works. 

a. Raise questions about the world around you and be willing to seek answers to some of the questions by making careful observations (5 senses) and trying things out. 

Brilliant Star Objective: 
· Perceiving: Students will be able to name and describe their senses and how they can be used to understand/explore new things. 

Readability Level: 3.6
Pre-Reading: 
The teacher will discuss the 5 senses with the students. (Hearing, Seeing, Touching, Smelling, and Tasting)  The teacher will ask the students what each of the senses means. 

During Reading: 

The teacher will engage the students on a picture walk through the story to determine how they could use their senses as it relates to the pictures. The teacher will ask the students questions as they read the story. For example: 
· What sense are we using with rooster? (hearing) 
· What sense are we using with pancake? (tasting) 
· What sense are we using with mill? (seeing) 
After asking these questions about the senses, the teacher will answer any questions about unknown vocabulary words in the story: (flail, chaff, threshing, millstone, woodshed, churn, and cellar)

After Reading: 

The students will make their own dictionary of the five senses by writing the definition and drawing a picture of something that represents each. They will also write the definition of each of the new vocabulary words in the story. The students will make connections of the story to their own personal lives. 
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
