Book Description:

· 1st grade students tell how they knew everything was okay after the events of September 11, 2001.
Academic Objectives:

· LA2W1: The student demonstrates competency in the writing process. The student writes text of a length appropriate to address a topic and tell the story.

Brilliant Star Objective:

· Affect/Emotion: Students will be able to recognize the feelings and subsequent emotions that might occur as a result of a specific event. 
Readability Level: P-2
Vocabulary: All words are familiar to children.
Introduction: Before reading, ask the students if they remember what happened on September 11, 2001. Discuss the things the children can remember about that day. Then show them the book and tell them it is a book written by children their age about that day and how they knew everything would be alright.
During Reading: Ask following questions on corresponding pages:

· p 4- Point out the different pictures and ask them if they can tell you what they are a picture of.
· P 7- Why would the sun coming up let the students know everything is okay?

· P 12- Why did they sing the National Anthem so loudly?

· P 18- Why was the thought for the day “America United”?

· p 19- Why were their flags everywhere?

· P 29- Why did the authors choose to say NOT the end instead of the end?

After Reading: Tell the students that it is important to remember this day, because this day is a time in history that students will continue to learn about in their history books for years to come. It is important to remember how the country came together on this day and how our troops are still fighting for the war on terrorists in Iraq and how we need to remember them as well. The teacher will then discuss the feelings and subsequent emotions that might have occurred after the events pf 9-11.
Follow-Up Activities: 
1. Have the students think of an event in their life that brought about great emotion whether sad or happy. (A death of a family member or a birthday celebration.)
2. The students will then make a list of all the events that happened that day that related to the event. 

3. They will then write down an emotion next to each event that they felt as each event happened.

4. The students will then create a picture book telling the story of the event using their emotions as their pictures to go along with the story.
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
