Shaggy Dog and the Terrible Itch 
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Objectives:

Brilliant Star Objectives:

· Friends: Students will be able to describe what friends do together and how they can help each other.
Essential Question(s):
· How do character traits influence one's relationships?
Activating Strategy:
· Read: Shaggy Dog and the Terrible Itch 

Acquisition Lesson Activities: 

· Discuss the types of character traits that make a good friend. Make a list of these traits. Were the dogs in the book being good friends to Shaggy Dog? Why not?

· Take a class trip over to the school library. Students will work with a partner to choose two books: one that demonstrates a fair and healthy friendship, and one that demonstrates an unhealthy and unfair friendship. 
· Pairs can then create an acrostic poem using single words or phrases that describe a healthy friendship.
Extend/Refine Activities:
· Students can write a story that shows characters showing good friendship traits. 
· Have students read the book Corduroy, by Don Freeman. Ask them to discuss with a friend how Corduroy and Lisa showed good qualities of friendship. 
· Make a collage depicting qualities you look for in a friend and things you enjoy doing with friends.
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
