2. How would you describe the sloth?

3. How would people describe you?

4. What do you think the sloth was trying to teach his rainforest family?

Follow up activities:
Use magazines to find pictures that tell what each student likes.  Create a collage and allow students to share the collage with the class.  End with students expressing that everyone is different and we should choose words carefully as to avoid hurting feelings.
