Book Description:

· Gran and Gramps come up with a plan to help selfish Brother and Sister Bear get rid of the gimmies.

Academic Objectives:

· ELA1LSV1: The student uses oral and visual strategies to communicate.
c. Responds appropriately to orally presented questions.

Brilliant Star Objective:

· Moral Character: Given a story or situation in which a choice must be made between acceptable or appropriate behavior and unacceptable or inappropriate behavior, the students will be able to discern the moral dilemma, make a choice, and provide a rationale for that choice.
Readability Level: 3.6

Vocabulary:  “gimmies”, tantrums, greedy, selfish, 
Introduction: Before reading: 
· Ask if anyone thinks they may have had the “gimmies“?
· Can you act out like you did that day?  
· Do you think this behavior is acceptable?  
· What did your parents say to you? 
· Let’s see what happens to the cubs.

During Reading: Ask following questions on corresponding pages:
· p 4 –Why do you think the cubs got the “gimmies”?
· p  7 –  How does Mama look on this page? Why does she look this way?
· p. 14 – Why were Mama and Papa annoyed and angry?
· 22 – What do Gran and Gramps suggest?  How do you feel about this?
· End –What was the problem in this story? How did it get solved?
Follow-Up Activities: 

1. Role Play Scenarios:  Ask children to participate in role playing; one as a parent and one as a child who has the “gimmies”.  Ask the children at their desks pertinent questions leading to appropriate behavior and responses.
2. Watch the children at center time and publicly recognize appropriate behavior to one another as well as respect to you.
